       LANGUAGES OTHER THAN ENGLISH
POLICY

Rationale:

· The study of languages other than English stimulates further growth and interest in languages and cultures. There are individual benefits to be gained from exploring a wider social and intellectual environment and encountering different ways of looking at the world.
The language of choice at Warragul North Primary is Indonesian. The Indonesian language uses the same alphabet as English assisting students in making connections across both languages. 

 Indonesia is Australia’s nearest neighbour and is an important trading partner. The majority of students from Year Six at WNPS transfer to Warragul Regional College where Indonesian is one of the languages taught.
Aims:

· To broaden the students’ understanding of the international community.
· To enable the students to gain knowledge of languages other than English.

· To develop a sensitivity to the social conventions of different cultures.

· To create acceptance and an understanding of other countries and their people. 
Implementation:

· Students will study a sequential Indonesian language course as outlined in the WNPS Indonesian Scope and Sequence plan which is based upon the content descriptions contained within the Victorian Curriculum Languages Learning Area.

· Students will learn Indonesian through a combination of face to face teaching and individualised computer software. 

· The school will appoint a LOTE coordinator who will work with the teaching staff to coordinate the development and implementation of the Indonesian  language across our school
· Appropriate visiting teachers, consultants, guest speakers, interns, parents will be accessed.
