        MATHEMATICS
         POLICY
Rationale:

A quality numeracy program develops skills and the ability to apply them in real life.

Mathematics influences all aspects of our lives - as citizens, in our homes and in the workplace. Competence in Mathematics is integral to successful participation in modern society.  We need to provide students with the mathematical skills to be able to function in society.
Aims:

· Students will acquire mathematical skills and knowledge so they can use numeracy confidently and competently in their daily lives.

· Students will be confident in their personal knowledge of Mathematics, to be able to apply it, and to acquire new knowledge and skills when needed.
· Students will use technology appropriately and effectively to support the learning of Mathematics.

Implementation:

· The Mathematics policy will follow Department of Education guidelines. 

· Provide a weekly program that consists of at least five one hour lessons of Mathematics  per week.  A minimum of three of these five lessons need to be timetabled and implemented during the morning. 

· Implement Michael Ymer Scope and Sequence Plan for Mathematics as a whole school approach.

· Use continuous assessment to direct Mathematics lessons to ensure a planned, structured teaching focus that will assist or extend individual students and therefore cater for different abilities.

· Planned, flexible, daily  Mathematics learning which are ‘hands on’ (visual and manipulative) and open ended to provide opportunities for students to apply key skills to enhance their understanding of mathematical concepts. 
· Student progress in  Mathematics will be reported in half and end of year academic reports.
· The Leadership Team, in consultation with the Mathematics coordinator/s and staff, will assess the needs of the Mathematics program and resource these through the budgetary procedures of the school.
·  Professional Development resources are to be allocated to ensure the growth and enhancement of teacher skills and knowledge.

· Find ways each day to make the connection between the child’s experience and the mathematical concepts/skills they learn in class – i.e. link number facts/tables to buying things or fractions to cooking.
Resources:
The annual School Business plan and budget will include Mathematics.

Evaluation:

This policy will be reviewed as part of the school’s five-year review cycle.
